Prerequisite: FREN 224— French Conversation and Composition I or by placement test.
Students will refine their speaking, listening, reading and writing skills in French for use in
everyday situations. Various aspects of French life will be discussed. Students will be
encouraged to express their opinions orally and in writing.

This course provides an introduction to French, one of the most prevalent second
languages in global use. This course meets a program requirement for several
Associate of Arts programs.

The laboratory component provides self-paced skill development with
individualized support by the instructor. The lab provides oral and auditory
practice.

This course can transfer as the first semester of an intermediate high French
language sequence.
1. This course generally transfers as a Humanities/World Language general
education course and global and cultural awareness. (pending)
2. This course generally transfers as a Liberal Arts program requirement.
3. This course is often only transferable in a two-semester sequence. Students
should look at the world language transfer policies.
This course enables students with advanced placement to continue their
studies at RVCC.
